In 2020, we are celebrating the 100th anniversary
of the Constitution of the First Czechoslovak
Republic, which gave voting rights to women.
Although some women could already vote in

the Bohemian Lands during the Habsburg era,
and some even had been able to run for office,

it was only under the new republic’s constitution
that all women were enfranchised under the same
conditions as men. Only in 1920 did franchise finally
become both universal and equal. The enactment
of the Constitution represented the culmination of a
decades-long struggle of women's rights activists in
Bohemia for the right to vote and be elected. And
this exhibition tells their story. It brings us back
into the early-20th-century Bohemian Crown
Lands, which at that time were a part of

the Habsburg monarchy also known as
Austria-Hungary.
